there’s a word used in the Bible in several verses that has got to be my least favorite \
word ever. It’s the word “longsuffering.” And the definition is pretty self-explanatory,
“having or showing patience in spite of troubles, especially those caused by other peo-
ple.” It is not fun to exercise the grace of longsuffering, but if you want long lasting
and deeper relationships with others, it is vital.

When Paul writes to the church in the first century, he talked about what it looks like
to live out this word. And it wasn’t with non-Christians, but he was encouraging fel-
low believers to exercise this skill toward each other. He writes in Colossians 3:13-
“Bear with each other and forgive one another if any of you has a grievance against
someone. Forgive as the Lord forgave you.” Talk about being direct! “Bear with one
another” another way you could say that is that we need to put up with each other. And
the example he gives? Forgive others the way Christ forgave you!
